The average percentage (19%) of nonpublic sh1dents from low-income families was 
selected by Iowa for determining which nonpublic schools are eligible for ARP EANS 
funding. Eligibility to participate was calculated using the low-income data submitted by 
local area education agencies (LEAs) for 2021-22 Title I, Part A (Title IA)-Basic 
applications or those data submitted by the nonpublic schools meeting the exact same 
low-income eligibility requirements under Title IA - Basic. This data set is the most 
complete and accurate data Iowa has to determine which nonpublic schools are eligible 
for ARP EANS funding. 

The relative rates of poverty are as follows: 
•Public low-income total - 42%
•Nonpublic low-income total- 19%
•Nonpublics participating in the EANS I program low-income total - 8%
